Discussion/Action on request from Alibi Ale Works to temporarily modify the use of
APN: 109-110-009-000, from its currently permitted use of parking to outdoor dining
space, for the term of their lease

Alibi Ale is requesting the board approve a temporary use for outdoor dining on the
Parcel owned by the District and leased to their landlord, Tunitas Land Company.

Patronage was 26,650 users in November ‘21, up 533% from last November (which had COVID
red-tier shut downs), and up 10% from last month (October '21).

A Brief Discussion

Time seemed to jump forward at lightspeed during the month of November. Late October
snow drove the affiliated sports groups indoors wherever they could find gym space to rent for
practice. The return of the Ski Swap was a tremendous success. The ice rink opened the day
after Thanksgiving (Nov 26™) thanks to the hard work of both the Fitness and Parks staff. Even
adult leagues in volleyball, corn hole, futsal and pickleball were back in action. The one
noticeable missing element is the adult basketball league and drop-in play at the CRC — mostly
due to the players’ objection to covid masking requirements.

A second session (Session B) of youth programs — swim lessons, climbing wall classes, art
classes, youth basketball clinics, and more — took off. Session B of swim lessons has been a big
success. We continue to train new instructors and work hard to keep up with demand. The pool
is feeling busier as we head into winter. We continue to hire staff, but many are inexperienced
and need training. The art programs saw their biggest enrollment yet with 100 participants
signed up for 15 classes in Session B. It is rewarding to see that the perseverance of staff and
the offering of art programs is well received and growing throughout the community.

Truckee Community Theater put on their first mainstage show since the pandemic with Steel
Magnolias.

November was a great month for youth care programs. All our Kids Korner locations were
booming, being full most days before and after school. All three preschool programs are
thankful for families and time together. This month had only 18 preschool days but were still
quite profitable.

Patronage was 17,406 users in December ‘21, up 277% from last December (which had COVID
shutdowns), and down 35% from last month (November '21).

A Brief Discussion

In the month of December, we started to see snow, lots and lots of snow. With the snow that
fell, the district held three Kids Kamp Snow Days with an average of 16 kids daily. The month
of December only held 10 school days. All programs are still striving and are full every day.
Winter Wonderland Kids Kamp was a huge hit, having an average of 38 kids a day.

Preschool programs thrived in December. Santa came and was given Christmas lists from all the
preschoolers. Children made homemade gifts for their parents, and also got to have cookie
decorating parties in their jammies.

Kids Korner at the CRC saw full programs with plenty of fun and activities. The kids begin to
arrive around 1:30pm and start with low-key art projects. As more kids arrive they utilize the
entire CRC facility including the gym before evening sports begin. The kids love to be outside in
the snow so the playground gets a lot of usage.

With rock climbing, swim lessons and dance classes the Transition Program is in full swing
getting kids to and from their classes. At the CAC Art Korner has become a mainstay for 5-8
kiddos per day.

As December ended, we did see an increase of Covid cases among staff and patrons.
Aguatics staff did a lot of pivoting in the month of December. While many employees missed

time due to illness or quarantine, staff was able to step up and fill all the holes, keeping us open
during a challenging time.



Swim lessons continue to be popular. Maya Tice and Lisa Kucera have done a fantastic job
keeping lessons moving forward with limited staff availability.

We continue to hire aquatics staff and are pleased to have added several new lifeguards from
our latest Lifeguard Training class, held in December.

Youth Basketball got underway in December with team practices. Keeping masks on kids,
coaches and parents alike is proving a challenge, but most people know they’re required and
comply. Pickleball has seen growth as well with winter temperatures and snow covering many
outdoor courts.

The Ice Rink is off to a great start and had a very busy holiday week. Hockey programs for
youth and adults started in December. Skating lessons didn’t start until January.

As of the third month of fiscal year 2021-2022 operations, the TDRPD has a net increase in fund balance of $2,475,001
due to collection of approximately fifty-five percent of property tax revenues and Special District Covid Relief Funds. Total
district revenues are $807,416 more than last fiscal year and total district expenditures are $544,489 less than the prior
year for a total favorable operating variance between years of $601,237 and a favorable change in fund balance of
$1,351,249 compared to the prior year. Comparing actual revenue to the current budget, the district’s restricted / committed
revenues are over budget by $325,777 and unrestricted revenues are under budget by $190,638 for a net favorable variance
of 2.96 percent at $135,139. Total District expenditures including debt service, capital projects, structures and improvements
for the fiscal year are under budget by $212,056. The total favorable variance from the YTD operating budget is $305,248
and the change in fund balance compared to budget for the fiscal year is favorable by 19.35 percent at $401,346.
